· 1 cup sugar
· 2 eggs separated
· 1 1/2 cups flour
· 1/3 cup milk
· 1 1/2 cups blueberries
· Small amount of flour to cover blueberries
· Small amount of confectioner’s sugar
Instructions
· Preheat oven to 350˚grease and flour an oblong baking pan
· Lightly flour blueberries until they are covered, set aside
· butter and sugar together until well blended
· Beat egg yolks and add
· Add flour alternately with the milk. 
· Beat egg whites. Fold them into the batter
· Put half of the batter into the baking pan
· Add the floured blueberries, then add the remaining batter on top.
· Bake for 35 minutes.  Sprinkle with powdered sugar while still warm and cut into 2 inch squares.
